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DEFINITIONS 
 
 

FALL 
Any size quilt that represents something to do with fall (Halloween, 
hunting, colorful leaves, or anything that reminds you of fall).  Any 
construction techniques or materials can be used. 

WINTER 
Any size quilt that represents something to do with winter or which has 
a winter theme.  Any construction techniques or materials can be used.  
(Examples include snowmen, winter mountain scenes, Christmas). 

SPRING/ 
SUMMER 

Any size quilt that represents something to do with spring or summer. 
Any construction techniques or materials can be used.  (Examples 
include flowers, rainbows, flip flops). 

PICTORIAL 

Any size quilt depicting a person, place, thing, or scene in a realistic or 
abstract manner.  Any construction techniques or materials can be used.  
(Examples include water falls, mountain scenes, forests, oceans, 
animals, etc.) 

MODERN 
ART QUILTS 

Modern Art quilts often use surface design techniques such as painting 
or dying, thread painting, beading, photography, etc.  Modern Art quilts 
often use a lot of negative space and disjointed piecing, as well as 
creative quilting. 

SCRAPPY 
Any size quilt using scrap pieces of fabric.  Any construction 
techniques can be used. 

WOOL 
Any size quilt using wool as the prominent material.  It may be hand or 
machine done. 

YOUTH 
THEMED 

Any size quilt made for babies or youth.  Any construction techniques 
or materials can be used. 

APPLIQUE Any size quilt using applique as its primary technique. 

GROUP 
MADE 

Any size quilt created by three or more people.  All work may be done 
by hand or by machine.  All participants must be listed in the 
description.  The entrant must be a QS member.  Group quilts can also 
be a challenge using similar parts made singularly by a group of QS 
members. 

WEAR AND 
CARRY 

A garment constructed of three layers or something you can carry; i.e., a 
bag.
